Axel Krygier

Born in Buenos Aires in 1969. He played his first gigs as the saxaphonist for Instruccion Civica (along with Kevin Johansen) while studying piano and flute. At 18 he bought his first multitrack recorder and began recording his own songs and experiments, playing all of the instruments himself. Since then he has made the music for several full length films and plays as well as dance.

From 1990-1996 he played with the group La Portuaria with whom he took part in several tours and recorded four albums. In 1999 the Argentine label Los Años Luz released his first solo album “Echale Semilla” which was considered Revelation of the Year by Rolling Stone Argentina and the newspaper El Clarin.
In 2000 HiTop licenced the album for the rest of the world and released two 10” vinyls “Echale Remixes” and “Echale Mas Remixes.” Many tracks from the album can be found on European and Asian compilations. 
In 2003 Los Años Luz released “Secreto y Malibu,” a soundtrack composed by Axel for a theater-dance endeavour of the same name that received great reviews in Argentina, Europe, USA and Asia. During 2001-2003 Axel put a band together in Barcelona and participated in numerous European festivals such as Transmusicales de Rennes, BAM in Barcelona, Bal-Concert de La Villette in Paris, La Linea Festival in London and even warmed up for Gotan Project at Barbican in London.

Upon his return to Buenos Aires he created the Sexteto Irreal together with Fernando Samalea, Alejandro Teran and Manuel Schaller...Axel also played on several albums by artists such as Daniel Melingo, Kevin Johansen, Christian Basso, Fernando Samalea, Los Pericos, Los Cafres and Watch TV, among others. Axel is also a composer for films, and his two last efforts “El Boquete” de Mariano Mucci and “Chicha tu Madre” by Gianfranco Quatrini have been shown at several international film festivals. Right now you can catch Axel playing live, presenting his latest album “Zorzal.”
